MEMORANDUM FOR RECORD

SUBJECT: Standard Operating Procedures (SOP) for Obtaining Confinement Physicals

1. This memorandum addresses the proper local procedures for obtaining a confinement physical examination.

2. BACKGROUND: Because Ft. Huachuca does not have military confinement facilities in the local area, civilian facilities are often used for soldier confinement. Ft. Huachuca unit Commanders often request to have medical confinement examinations done before confinement. IAW AR 190-47 The Army Corrections Systems, paragraph 7-2, soldiers needing confinement will undergo a physical examination “within 24 hours after confinement.”  The regulation does not address doing these evaluations before confinement.  Therefore, local procedures need to be approved by the appropriate authorities.
3. RECOMMENDATION: To obtain a confinement physical during normal duty hours Commanders will call the Military Medicine Clinic at 533-2627 to coordinate for and schedule an appointment with a licensed provider.

4. Commanders who anticipate the potential need for a confinement physical after hours will coordinate this action ahead of time with the USA MEDDAC AOD (Staff Duty Officer) by calling 533-2963 and providing the name and SSN of the soldier requiring the confinement physical - as well as a contact telephone number for the unit Commander and the receiving confinement facility.  

5. The AOD will notify the provider on call.  The provider on call will coordinate the time for this evaluation, which will usually be conducted at the WHAC clinic from 10:00 – 14:30 at the MEDDAC.  

6. If emergency circumstances prevent prior coordination for an exam at the WHAC clinic, then the provider will follow the regulation and make arrangements to conduct the examination at the confinement facility.

7. Instructions to medical call team.  Confinement physical will be completed on a SF600 overprint; also complete block 9.a of DD 2707 Confinement Order
